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Samsung to invest 1K cr in TN unit

Sriperumbudur plant accounts for a fifth of the South Korean major’s

its unit at Sriperumbudur in Tamil Nadu, the

same one that was hit by multiple strikes over the
past seven months. The unit makes refrigerators, tele-
visions, and washing machines and accounts for a fifth
of the South Korean electronics manufacturer’s $12
billion sales in India.

“Samsung will make an additional investment of
1,000 crore in the existing facility in Sriperumbudur,
creating 100 new jobs, reinforcing their (the company’s)
faith in the labour force of Tamil Nadu,” state industries
minister TRB Rajaa said on social media.

The unit, which Samsung now seeks to expand, saw
a 37-day strike last year that partially disrupted pro-
duction. In February, another month-long strike by the
Centre for Indian Trade Unions (CITU)-backed
Samsung India Workers’ Union (SIWU) seeking the
withdrawal of suspension of 23 employees affected the
unit’s operations.

tests within the unit’s premises since February 5, after
the management suspended three office bearers of the
CITU-backed union.

According to a source, the protests started when a
group of employees tried to forcefully meet a top official
at the unit, which resulted in disciplinary action. Later,
20 more employees were suspended.

Meanwhile, on Friday, the state government

announced a plan for an exclusive Taiwanese industrial
parkin Chennali, targeting investments of ¥10,000 crore
from Taiwanese companies in electronic components,
technical textiles, and footwear components, creating
a potential 20,000 jobs.

The government is also planning to set up separate
desks for its investment agency Guidance in the US,
Germany, South Korea, and Vietnam to provide direct
support to investors from the countries.

Further, the government aims to build a mini-Tidel
park in the industrially-backward Nagapattinam dis-
trict to create 600 jobs in the information technology
sector. Additionally, a State Industries Promotion
Corporation of Tamil Nadu (Sipcot) industrial park on
450 acres land in Chinnasalem taluk, Kallakurichi dis-
trict is also being planned. This is expected to attract
%650 crore in investment and create 9,000 jobs.

Another Sipcot industrial park will be developed in
Sankarankovil taluk in Tenkasi district across 150 acres,
attracting300 crore in investment and creating 3,000
new jobs. Yet another Sipcot park will be set up in
Karaikudi taluk, Sivagangai district across 100 acres of
land to attract 200 crore in investment.
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Eka Mobility to make
10K e-busesby FY27

Eka Mobility, a startup-turned-original
equipment manufacturer (OEM) that makes
electric vehicles (EVs), is targeting to ramp
up production of e-buses to 10,000 by 2026-
27, founder and chairman Sudhir Mehta told
Business Standard. According to him, the
company plans to bring in a new product
every six months across its commercial
vehicle (CV) segments.

This is being envisioned as the company
is focusing on supply chain management
and readying one million square feet of man-
ufacturing space across its three plants. It is
expanding its research and development and
technology centre at Pune’s Chakan plant.

“To contribute to the government’s
EV push, considering the extremely
low penetration of e-buses in the
country, we are ramping up our e-
bus production capacity to 10,000
in our Koregaon and Pithampur
plants by FY27,” Mehta said.

The current capacity at the
Koregaon-Bhima unit in Pune is
about 2,500 a year, which is expected to
increase to 5,000 by FY27. Once operational
by FY27, the Pithampur, Madhya Pradesh
facility is set to manufacture another 5,000
units annually.

Meanwhile, Eka has bagged an order for
2,125 e-buses from the Centre under its PM
e-Bus Sewa scheme. The order list includes
750 e-buses for Andhra Pradesh, 675 for
Rajasthan and 205 for Chhattisgarh. This is
in addition to its previous order of 1,500 e-
buses from Uttar Pradesh State Road
Transport Corporation (UPSRTC) and
Nagpur Municipal Corporation.

The e-bus and small electric CV manufac-
turer now aims to hold the largest electric

commercial vehicle portfolio in the country.
It plans to create an initial annual capacity
of 24,000 vehicles across all truck segments
(small CVs to e-trucks).

Elaborating on the plan, Mehta said,
“Heavier trucks are under trial and testing
at the moment. Commercial launch of these
will be before September. The trial and val-
idation process takes almost six months to
one year.”

He added, “We will have trucks small to
large, from three-wheelers to heavy trucks.
For the next 12-18 months, we plan to have
the largest fully available electric commer-
cial vehicle portfolio in the country. A new
product will be coming every 4-6 months”.

On a similar line, Eka also plans to roll
out its new 18-metre articulated coach with
125-seater e-buses in the next 12

months. At present, it has a variety

of e-buses in the 7-metre, 9-metre
and intercity coach segments.
The company’s head said that
Eka is eyeing the e-ambulance
marKet. It plans to roll out e-ambu-
lances as part of its product range
over the next year or so.
According to Mehta, Eka took the
longer route for developing technologies in
India with its partners. He said, “We are cre-
ating a supply chain with 100 per cent local-
isation which took us 4-5 years. Now, you
will see us coming with a new product almost
every four to six months over the next one
to two years. And, all our products will be
available for commercial sale.”

When asked about Eka’s estimated reve-
nue by FY30, Mehta said, “We began
production three to four months ago. We can
estimate once we start selling. If each bus is
about 1 crore and we do 2,000 buses in 12
months, that’s 2,000 crore. Trucks will add
additional revenue.”

PV volume may cruise past5Smnin FY26

India’s passenger vehicle (PV)
industry is set to scale a fresh
high this financial year (FY26)
with the cumulative domestic
and export volume crossing 5
million units even as annual
growth slows to 2-4 per cent,
according to a Crisil Ratings
report published on Friday.
PV capital expenditure
(capex) is expected to stay
elevated at 30,000 crore this
financial year as original equip-

ment manufacturers (OEMs)
ramp up capacity, accelerate
electric vehicle (EV) invest-
ments, and push localisation,
and digital upgrades.

This is the fourth consecu-
tive year of record sales,
although momentum has sig-
nificantly eased from the 25 per
cent surge in 2022-23 after the
Covid-19 pandemic. “Utility
vehicles (UVs) will drive vol-
ume growth this financial year,
aided by new launches, easing
interest rates, rising com-
pressed natural gas adoption,

and rural tailwinds. That said,
gains will be capped by weak
adoption of EVs and sluggish
sales of entry-level cars and
sedans,” the report said.

As volume growth slows,
OEMs will rely on premiumi-
sation and a better product mix
to protect margins.

Softer input costs, better
utilisation, and price hikes are
likely to partly offset rising reg-
ulatory compliance costs,
which will help maintain oper-
ating margin for the industry
at12-12.5 per cent this financial

year, it added.

Healthy cash flows and a
robust cash surplus will enable
OEMs to fund their high capex
comfortably, while keeping
their balance sheets strong and
credit profiles stable, a Crisil
Ratings’ analysis of six PV
OEMs, accounting for 90 per
cent of the market, indicates.

The domestic market
accounted for 85 per cent of the
volume last financial year, with
exports accounting for the rest.
